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In Noga Inbar’s works every single scene of life is connected to a background, and their secret dialogue creates the final meaning.

"Double Super Secret Background" works as a program, a software, that acts even without showing itself immediately.

The background is a part of the picture that stays “outside” or “behind” the main subject of observation, but, at the same time, it influences and establishes the nature of the subject-object itself.

The photos used by the artist come from his own photographic archive, often group portraits. As for the background she recovered old 60-70s review from her Country, when they already discussed about the disasters caused by the Israelis behaviour towards Palestinians and what would happened in the future.

The final images have a bivalent soul, but unified in the meaning. A reiterate meaning in his paradoxical way, the same as the Israeli history.
